
SURRY SPLITS WITH STANLY 

 
The Knights traveled to Locust, NC Wednesday, April 15th to face Stanly Community College for 

the second time this year.   

The Knights started the game off by scoring early as Mallorie Vogler lead off with a walk, with 
Brittany Draughn laying down a bunt to advance Vogler to second.  A walk by Brooke 

Honeycutt and a RBI double by Dawn Sisk would put Surry on top 1‐0.   

The insurance helped Honeycutt find her grove as she tossed the entire game, striking out 
three and allowing no runs off of three hits.  The Knights defense was on as the team had no 

errors in 7 innings of play. 

Surry would add two more runs to the board in the 5th inning with Vogler again leading off 
with a single to left, followed by a single by Draughn and Megan Stanley.  It would be Dawn 

Sisk again that would score both Vogler and Draughn before being tagged out in between first 
and second. 

 

In the second game, the Knights pulled out 10 hits but not enough to defeat Stanly, with a final 
of 5‐6.
